Next row: k2tog to last st, k1 (16sts)

Next row: purl

Next row: k2tog to end (8sts)

Change to brown

Next row: p2tog 4 times then work an icord for 6 rows.
Next row: K2tog twice. (2sts)

Next row: k2tog and fasten off

CO 3 stin green

Row 1: kfb k1 kfb (5sts)

Row 2: purl

Row 3: k2 m1, k1, m1, k2 (7sts)

Row 4: purl

Row 5: knit

Use a sewing needle to join side seams and sew in the

ends. Attach the leaf to the stalk. Embroider eyes and innocent

mouth in black and apple cheeks in red.
