HOW TO KNIT

PATTERN
1. Inserrthe rip of the righr needle through rthe first loop
Hat on the left needle, from front ro back. Then wrap the
working yarn around the 1ip of the right needle

1. Pop your feet up with a cup of tea

2. Using double knitting yarn and some small needles,
cast on 28 stitches

3. Knir 2 rows. Then, starting with a knit row, work in
stocking stitch [knit 1 row, purl 1 row, knit 1 row efc)
for 12 more rows

4. For the nexr row, knir 2 rogether 1o the end

(14 stitches). And for the row after that, purl 2

together to the end (7 stitches) 2. l:-ll llhe fip o;:helr rgtghr n:rdle and the yarn through
the COp on the lelm needie

5. When you've finished, cut the yarn leaving abour 25
cm. Thread the cut end of the yarn through a sewing
needle, then run it through the loops and remove the
knitting needle (fig. A)

6. Tighten the yarn (fig. B) and sew the linle har
together at the side (fig. C). Once finished, urn it
right-side our so thar the seam you‘ve just sewn runs
up the inside

7. Justto check you're on the right rrack we reckon
when laid out flat, the hat dimensions should be
about 5-7cm along the bottom and at least 3cm high

8. Sew a linle bobble onto the top of the hat. If you
didn’t learn how 1o make bobbles ar school like us,
ask at your local wool shop or department store, Ve
they’ll be able to help you

3. Slip the old loop off the left needle to complete the
stitch. Continue kniting stitches in this way uniil all
the stitches on the left needle have been knitted onto
the right needle. You have now completedone row
of the knit stitch. Now pat yourself on the back
