You will work as part of the Connecting Care Team providing practical support to older people across the Wakefield District. This involves working within a multi-disciplinary team of colleagues from health, social care and voluntary organisations within Connecting Care Hubs.


The focus of Connecting Care is to provide early and preventative interventions to avoid unnecessary hospital, or residential care admissions for older people. You will do this by enabling people to remain at home and stay independent as long as possible. This is done by providing information, advice and acting as an advocate to enable them to lead independent lives. Experience of supporting people with accessing benefits is an advantage in this role. As well as preventative interventions, you will support older people in crisis situations who require practical, rapid response interventions.
