People Development Research Volunteer

We’re looking for someone who could give around 
7 hours per week, either on a single day or spread 
across multiple days, but we’re flexible. We’d expect 
to need your support for around 3 months, but this 
can be extended further.

More than 1,500 dedicated members of staff make Age UK’s work with older people possible. The People 
Development Team is responsible for their learning, development and wellbeing. It’s a small team but has 
a lot of influence and is always working on exciting new projects. We want to do even more to support and 
inspire our people, so we’re going to be developing a new suit of resources to help us. That’s where you 
come in.

You’ll carry out web-based research on topics such as: training, physical and mental health, and employee 
engagement activities. You’ll be looking to draw out best practices in these areas based on learnings 
from different organisations and from externally produced research. You’ll also be creating content for a 
wellbeing newsletter, information packs and other supporting collateral.
